Title:   

Membership Entitlement
Purpose: 
To identify and clarify membership in the Corporation
Definition:  

Corporate:

1) Memberships in the Corporation must meet the qualifications specified in Articles 38, 39, 40 and 41 of the Bylaws and individuals must be of 12 years of age or older.

2) Membership fees are set by the Corporation and are paid in advance.  All memberships are renewable on January 1.

3) Membership in the Corporation entitles the person to a vote during elections                      and/or any major business change that calls for a vote.

4) Members must be 18 years of age, of good character, and a member in good standing to be eligible for office in the Corporation.

Region:
1) Memberships in the Regions must follow the same rules as for Corporation membership.

i) Everyone has one prime membership in one Region.  That Region collects $15.00 in dues and forwards $10.00 to National.  The member votes in that Region and Nationally.

ii)  Any member can have a secondary membership in order to receive      newsletters but that is between him/her and the Region.  No voting privileges go with this.  National can arrange this but National will not keep records of the secondary activity.

iii)  Voting by Vets and Widows – they have Life Time Membership therefore shall be included with Regular (paying) members, and voting shall be limited to Prime Region plus National.

2) The “Honourary Membership” classification may be granted to individuals under the following conditions:

After due Notice of Motion has been served to the Regional Membership and a ballot taken – a written justification shall be submitted to the Board of Directors outlining the attributes of the individual in relation one or more of the following:

a) outstanding contribution in the service of the HK veterans in Canada

b) outstanding contribution to the Region proposing the honour

c) outstanding contribution to the HKVCA in particular.



●
This membership classification is considered a courtesy or an award, therefore no fees shall be assessed.  This membership type does not include voting privileges, eligibility or entitlement to hold office in the HKVCA.



●
Certificates and member cards shall be on forms prescribed by the Corporation.

3) The “Life Time Membership” classification may be granted to the HKVCA shareholders under the following conditions:



●
After due Notice of Motion has been served to the Regional Membership and a ballot taken – a written justification shall be submitted to the Board of Directors outlining the attributes of the individual in relation to one or more of the following:

a) outstanding contribution in the service of the HK veterans in Canada

b) outstanding contribution to the Region proposing the honour

c) outstanding contribution to the HKVCA in particular.



●
Fees for Life Time Membership will be the same as regular members and submitted to the Corporation by the Region conferring the membership.



●
Certificates and member cards shall be on forms prescribed by the Corporation.



●
Life Time Members shall have the same privileges as shareholders and are subject to the same discipline as other members.

4)
Widows

The Regional Membership person, upon receiving notification of a veteran’s death, shall attempt a verification of a spouse (now widow) and convey this information (c/w name and address) to the National Secretary.  The National Secretary shall notify all HKVCA Executive and process Life Time Membership for the widow.
